We are delighted to announce that Dr Viktoria Eleftheriadou (pictured left) has taken ovel
Research Associateoadinating the vitiligo research prioritisation project which has beén funde
part of the SPRUSD NIHR programme grant. Viktoria joins us from Stafford Hospital,:where S
CT2 and is undertaking the research as a PhD with plans for a future career in clinical derr
research. :

The collection of uncertainties about the treatment of vitiligo from patients and health care professioznals ha
completed, and we had a fantastic response with 456 surveys completed in total, 149 of which were frofh cliniciz
given rise to 690 treatment uncertainities about vitiligo which are now being assessed as potential research ¢
These will then be fed into the next stage of the project, which in collaboration with the James Lind @d’li:ance an
Society will produce a top ten list of research questions to be considered for feasibility studies. A thage thank you
